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Minutes of an Ordinary Meeting held at Warwick University, University House, Kirby Cross Corner. at 7.30 p.m. on the 10th November 2011.
PRESENT: Chairman G. Gatward, Councillors A. Agranosky, D. Botterill, Ms T. Grant, R. Hancox, Mrs M. Hills, Mrs J. Mackenzie, V. Owen, and County Councillor J. Whitehouse.
APOLOGIES: Councillors D. Persaud, A. Taylor, Mrs Thrift, I de Worringham and District Councillors G. Illingworth and B. Mackay.
IN ATTENDANCE:  Mr Denis Chamberlain, Chief Executive RASE and Mr Colin Hooper, Estates Director-LaSalle, Stoneleigh Park.
There were four members of the public present. 
Cllr G. Gatward welcomed both Mr Denis Chamberlain and Mr Colin Hooper to the Parish Council meeting.
Cllr G. Gatward advised the meeting that it is good practice for a Councillor to record “Declarations of Interest” at the beginning of the meetings as it enables clarity and reflects the agenda for the meeting.  If however a Councillor does not declare an interest at the beginning of the meeting, then they must declare an interest before the item is discussed.

Also he had received a letter from Sheila Woolf, a resident of Stoneleigh and a member of Stoneleigh Action Group Against HS2, asking him if he would clarify his position vis a vis Stoneleigh Park, the Arthur Rank Centre and the Chairmanship of the Parish Council. He responded by saying that The Arthur Rank Centre is now completely separate from RASE and operates as an independent charity with its own board of trustees to whom as Director/CEO he is answerable.  “My only remaining link with RASE is that I am still the honorary chaplain to the Society. Please be assured that I would not have accepted chairmanship of the Council if I felt that there was a clash of interests or if I felt that in doing so I would have had to compromise my integrity. As you know the site is now leased by LaSalle Investment Management and I have invited them to attend the Parish Council on a regular basis (probably once a quarter) to update the Council regarding their progress and also to respond to questions from local residents”.
71. Presentation by Mr D. Chamberlain and Mr C. Hooper
Mr Chamberlain informed the meeting that Stoneleigh Park was very worthwhile. He is aware that in the past there have been strained relationships between Stoneleigh Village residents and the Showground. This is the first year in his current role but has worked with RASE in various roles for many years. He hopes that there can be a new beginning between the residents and the Showground.
Mr C. Hooper told the meeting that he has only been working for LaSalle for the past six weeks. LaSalle Investment Management have taken on a 150 year lease on the site and have committed to invest £50 million over the next ten years to make the 1,047 acre agricultural business park a centre of excellence.

He gave a very informative presentation of the current plans for the Showground. This is annexed as page 56.
It was suggested that further meetings should take place between Stoneleigh village and LaSalle on the HS2 developments and Cllr J. Whitehouse suggested that dialogue with Warwickshire County Council on this issue would also be beneficial.

A member of the public had reservations about a proposed planning application to widen a bridge for the safe entry onto Crewe Lane. 

Cllr R Hancox stated that if the Stoneleigh Park traffic was re-routed to use the Chesford Grange turn off on the A46 this would take approximately 33% of traffic away from Stoneleigh village.

It was agreed that in the spring the first hour of one of the Parish Council meetings would be spent on a site visit at the Showground to see first-hand the progress that was being made.

It was also noted that the signage to the Showground is confusing as some of the signs say Stoneleigh Showground whilst some say National Agricultural Centre. 

Cllr G. Gatward thanked both Mr Chamberlain and Mr Hooper for attending the meeting and felt that this was an open way for the future. 

72. Minutes
The Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 13th October 2011 were circulated and after a small alteration, were signed by the Chairman. 
73. Matters Arising from Minutes
Woodland Trust

Cllr G. Gatward informed the meeting that he had now received 400 trees from the Woodland Trust for the communities as part of the jubilee celebrations. He asked to be informed how many each parish would like and the remainder would go to the University as part of their jubilee woodland.
Bus Shelter –Burton Green
Cllr V. Owen has now purchased the paint to renovate the bus shelter. Before he begins he will check with the Residents Association to make sure they are happy with the colour.
Notice Board – Cromwell Lane, Burton Green

Still awaiting costing for a new notice board; once this has been received the Chairman will liaise with the Burton Green Councillors as to the way forward.
Village Leader Project

Cllr M. Hills stated that Burton Green Residents Association are looking into their Jubilee celebrations to see if they are able to approach the Leader Project for funding.
Cllr A. Agranosky stated that Stoneleigh’s plans for funding from the Leader Project could not go forward as they did not support sport. However Stoneleigh still wishes to take their ideas forward and a committee has been formed and alternative ways to obtain funding are being investigated. Cllr G. Gatward suggested they might approach the Rural Communities Council to see if they are willing to help.
Neighbourhood Plans/Parish Plans

Burton Green has decided to go ahead with their Parish Plan and the Neighbourhood Plan can be added later.
Lighting in Stoneleigh Village

Insufficient lighting by the alms houses in Stoneleigh was reported to Warwick District Council and they have made the following comments which are annexed as page 57.
74. Local Plan for Warwick District

Cllr V Owen recently attended the Location and Planning presentation by Warwick District Council. His comments are annexed as page 58.
75. Public Session
Mr W Blagburn informed the meeting that he is willing to attend the Planning meeting which is open to residents.
A member of the public had complained about the state of the chain fencing around the village green in Stoneleigh. It was agreed to approach Mr G. Williams to repair this.

76 . Reports

County Councillor J. Whitehouse

Cllr J. Whitehouse gave the following report:
· Kenilworth Library has made an agreement with Warwickshire Direct that from the 1st April it will be a single team. The hours were originally going to reduce from 51 to 35 per week but now the recommendation is that they are reduced from 51 to 45; this will enable them to continue opening six days per week. There is a consultation on the Libraries opening hours starting on the 14th November for four weeks to decide the best option for the reduction; whether it will close Saturdays pm, earlier morning or later evening.
· The decision on the Youth Community Centre in Kenilworth has been put back by 4 weeks to the 15th December 2011. The Management Committee have made an “Expression of Interest”to run the Centre from the 1st April 2012. They have already received substantial support from the Local Community and the Town Council have pledged £30k over the next three years. This Centre would also serve the Rural Communities.
· Burton Green has lost their daily bus service to Kenilworth. There is a flexi-bus which runs one day a week but from the 1st December there will be an additional one on Thursdays.
· WCC have agreed to look at the speed limits within Burton Green and it has been placed on their list of projects for next year. They are hoping that they will obtain funding from the Warwick area Committee in January.

Cllr M. Hills said she will liaise with Kenilworth Library to ascertain if it is possible to have the Mobile Library once a month.

The Insurance company EON have been advised of this.

Asked if anything could be done about the state of the trees by the garages in Acorn Close. He was told that Cllr Mrs L. Fletcher is dealing with Warwick District Council about  this problem and we are awaiting an update from her. If WDC are unwilling to deal with the problem the Parish Council will assess the situation again.
Cllr Ms T. Grant
Informed the meeting that in April the University subsidised the start-up and development of new bus services from Coventry and Leamington Spa which offer a sustainable and alternative public transport service for staff, students and visitors. This has proved so successful the University are now looking at making it permanent.
