Cllr G. Gatward welcomed both Cllr Mrs F. Bunker and Mr G. Leach to the Arthur Rank Centre.
58. Minutes
The Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 14th July 2011 were circulated and were signed by the acting Chairman. 
59. Presentation by Graham Leach – Warwick District Council

A presentation was given by Mr G. Leach, Civic & Committee Services Manager and Deputy Monitoring Officer on Data Protection good practice. A copy of the notes is annexed as page 41-45.
It was recommended by Mr G. Leach that the Parish Council register as a body under the Data Protection Act. This was then proposed by Cllr T. Grant and seconded by Cllr M. Hills and agreed by all present.

It was agreed that Cllr T. Grant would have a look at the data privacy statement.

Cllr M. Hills said that she was already registered under the Act in respect of her business and asked if she needed to amend it. Mr G. Leach recommended that she speak with the Information Commissioner’s Office.

60. Election of Chairman and Vice Chairman

Two names had been nominated: Cllr G. Gatward as Chairman and Cllr D. Persaud as Vice Chairman. Both parties had agreed to have their names put forward. 

Cllr G. Gatward was proposed as Chairman  by Cllr D. Botterill, seconded by Cllr M. Hills and unanimously agreed by all present. 

Cllr D. Persaud was proposed as Vice Chairman by Cllr A. Agranosky, seconded by Cllr V. Owen and unanimously agreed by all present.

61. Cllr Mrs F. Bunker – Chairman of Warwick District Council

Cllr Mrs F. Bunker thanked the Parish Council for enabling her to attend the Parish Council meeting. She also offered her congratulations to the newly elected Chairman, Cllr G. Gatward.
She said she would very much like to see the garden at Avon cottage in Ashow when it was open on one of its open days.

She wished Burton Green every success with forming their own Parish Council.

She said that she had an aunt buried in Stoneleigh Churchyard and thought that Stoneleigh is a lovely village.

As Chairman of Warwick District Council she appreciated all the hard work done by the Parish Councillors.  She said that she was entertaining the Clerks and Chairmen of the district in November.

The Chairman’s Christmas Concert is being held on the 3rd December and she hoped that as many people as possible would support this event. It was very relevant to Stoneleigh as the Stoneleigh Male Voice Choir is included in the programme. All profits will go to her two charities, Macmillan Cancer Support and Warwickshire & Northamptonshire Air Ambulance.

She visited several sites on the Heritage Open week-end but the highlight of her visits was Sherborne Church. Every two years they have a flower festival and this year they used their ingenuity with themes from hymns.

Last week she attended the official opening in Bishop’s Tachbrook of the Guide Dogs National Breeding Centre.

This week there will be a service for the High Sheriff’s judicial year and the choir will be from Warwick School. 

62. Matters Arising from Minutes
Bus Shelter –Burton Green
This bus shelter has now been official adopted by the Parish Council so Cllr V. Owen will now begin renovating it.
Notice Board – Cromwell Lane, Burton Green

After further inspection of this notice board it has been suggested that the wood is too rotten to paint and a replacement should be considered. Burton Green Councillors were asked to get some quotes and report back at the next meeting.
Queen’s Diamond Jubilee Celebrations and the Queen’s Award for Voluntary Service
At present no names were forthcoming for the Queen’s Award for Voluntary Service but there was still time for nominations to be received. 
Householders are being encouraged to have a theme next year in their gardens of red, white and blue.

Village Leader Project

Cllr A. Agranosky reported that the Leader Project still have funding available and no request has yet been received from this Parish Council.  He has been liaising with the Village Hall and Tennis Club in Stoneleigh to establish if there is enough support locally for a project. He has produced a paper setting the ideas out and this is annexed as pages 46 & 47.
Cllr V. Owen suggested that a declaration of interest be obtained for the Leader project.

The Parish Council are prepared to send a letter supporting this initiative.

Cllr M. Hills stated that Burton Green are looking to see if there is a suitable project for Burton Green to take forward. She will report back to the Parish Council at the next meeting.

Cllr L. Thrift asked whether if the Parish Council sent a letter of support, they were committed to funding. The answer was in the negative.

Cllr G. Gatward asked Cllr A. Agranosky if he had formed a committee for this project.  He commented that at present there was nothing official. Cllr G. Gatward recommended that a committee be formed.
63. Public Session
Mr W Blagburn informed the meeting that the Leader Project were funding trees for the community orchard in Stoneleigh. Cllr Gatward notified the Council that the Woodland Trust had offered the Council a selection of treesfor Community planting as part of their Jubilee Woodlands Celebrations.. 
He also asked, as Warwick District Council have drawn up a new Local Plan does Stoneleigh Village need a Parish Plan?
Cllr B. Mackay responded that when the Localism Bill becomes fact there will be Neighbourhood Forums. However he advises that villages should look closely to see if a Parish plan is more relevant as the Parish Council would drive it through and the residents would get more involved. The first consultation is now complete and Warwick District Council are now reading and analysing all responses that they received to prepare a summary report which will be available shortly.

Mr W. Blagburn stated that he would be willing to progress a Parish Plan.

Cllr A. Taylor said that Burton Green would also like to pre4pare a Parish Plan.

Cllr G. Gatward said that a good place to start on this research would be with the Rural Community Council

Cllr F. Bunker suggested that it might be helpful to get a copy of another Parish Plan and this would save duplicating work.

Cllr G. Illingworth suggested caution with using other Parish’s Plans as the Localism Bill has not yet been fully defined.
Cllr V. Owen said he would favour a Parish Plan rather than a Neighbourhood Plan. 

The Parish Council would support Burton Green with a Parish Plan.

Cllr M. Doody gave the following report:
· The Olympic flame will pass through Coventry, Leamington Spa and Warwick.

Cllr T. Grant said that the Olympic Torch would be passing through the University on Wednesday 19th October between 2.00 p.m. and 6.00 p.m.

· The next Rural East Community Forum is being held on Thursday 20th October and he encouraged the Parish Council to send a representative. Cllr G. Gatward asked for a volunteer and Cllr R. Hancox agreed to attend. Cllr M. Hills said she will be willing to attend the Rural West Community Forum.

· There will be beacons lit on June 4th 2012 for the Jubilee Celebrations.

County Councillor J. Whitehouse

No report received form Cllr J. Whitehouse.
District Councillor B. Mackay

Cllr B. Mackay gave the following report:

· The Boundary Commissioners are progressing their review to see where changes need to be made e.g. growth etc.
· Stoneleigh Park- La Salle has agreed a 150 year lease with Stoneleigh Park. They are looking at various activities. LaSalle are holding a meeting on the 27th October when all residents of Ashow and Stoneleigh have been invited to attend. With regard to developing the estate they did not want to inherit the outline planning permission that was already in place so this has now been withdrawn. Mr Andrew Bull was not prepared to work within this framework and he wanted to be more professional and flexible.

· Coventry Airport – Freight operations out of Coventry Airport are imminant.The Airport are mindful of Stoneleigh Village and have set up a complaints procedure. The Operations Director of the Airport has already had a meeting with him and a resident of Stoneleigh. The Operations Director has agreed to have a meeting with him anytime that he feels that it is relevant. Freight flights are less disturbing than domestic flights.

Cllr A. Agranosky asked who was the resident from Stoneleigh that attended the meeting. Cllr B. Mackay responded that it was Mr Rod Wheat.

Cllr J. Mackenzie asked how will we know what the procedure is?

Cllr V. Owen said that he was pleased that a complaints procedure has been set up.  
District Councillor G. Illingworth
Cllr G. Illingworth gave the following report:

· There was recently a fire at Brook Farm and the first Fire Brigade to attend the scene was from Kenilworth. This emphasises the importance of fighting to keep Kenilworth Fire Station open.
· There have been a lot of changes in the Planning department over the past year which have been very unsettling and unstable. New appointments have been made so the situation should be vastly improved.

· There is quite a backlog of planning application and there are a number from Stoneleigh Park.

· The Regulatory Committee have recommended that Burton Green forms their own Parish Council. ,  to consist of seven Councillors  taking effect from 1st April 2012. The existing four Burton Green Councillors will form part of this seven. A period of one month has been allowed for comments on this recommendation before it is finally clarified.

Cllr G. Gatward
Had received a complaint about the difficulty in parking at University Hospital Coventry. Cllr J. Mackenzie had already spoken to a member of the Board at the hospital who were aware of the severe problems. At one stage the hospital made arrangements with a Park and Ride but this no longer exists. Access to the hospital appears to be the biggest problem and if the Air Ambulance needs to land then the road has to be closed.  Letter to be sent to Hospital with copies to Member of Parliament and Coventry City Council.

Is concerned about the Red Lane Reservoir and has been in correspondence with Severn Trent. It was also agreed that she sends a letter to Mr Jeremy Wright MP. Copy of letter annexed as pages  48 & 49.
Cllr G. Gatward
Informed the meeting that he has arranged for 400 trees to be delivered to the Showground from the tree planting project for distribution in the Parish. Anyone with a community project who would like some of these to contact him.
